„Lions Vineyard of Kindness“ is located in the 
heart of Vukovo vineyards in the Srijem 
wine-growing region, not far from the center of 
Ilok, the easternmost Croatian town.

Ilok’s unique terroir, climate and location on the 
Danube river, suitable for wine-growing, was 
recognized way back in history, during ancient 
Greek and Roman times, continuing into 
Middle Ages and the modern period.

�e �rst written traces of wine-growing in this 
area date back to the Illyrian period and in the 
17th century the Odescalchi family puts a 
striking mark in the process of creating great 
wines, modernizes their cellars and for the �rst 
time in Europe marks the bottles with family 
seal thus designating extraordinary quality and 
original domain �lling.
